Parts of Blood:

Plasma: liquid part of blood (contains water, dissolved nutrients, minerals , and wastes.
Blood Cells:

Red Blood Cells- carry oxygen attached to the iron pigment (Hemoglobin )with in the cell. 100’s of millions of these cells. Short life span.

White Blood Cells- fight foreign particles such as bacteria. Very few compared to RBC’s. Many different types.

Platelets-irregularly shaped cell fragments that help clot blood.
