General Circulation in vertebrates
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Blood Vessels

Arteries: move blood away from the heart (all but one carry oxygen rich blood)

Veins: move blood the heart (all but one carry oxygen poor blood)
Capillaries: microscopic connective vessels between arteries and veins. Site where nutrients and oxygen flow into the cell, and wastes products including carbon dioxide flow out.
